A panel of Adjudicators will be assigned to a particular category based upon interests, conflict of interest issues and other potential conflicts. Adjudicators who do not follow the Adjudicator guidelines, “miss” one of their shows, or consistently change their adjudication schedule, will risk losing their status as an Adjudicator. CONFLICT OF INTEREST STATEMENT

Because ariZoni Theatre Awards Adjudicators are very interested in theatre and often are professionally involved in the theatre, it is important that Adjudicators constantly be aware of possible conflicts of interest.

The interests of the local theatre community require a maximum contribution from the leaders in the field; therefore Adjudicators should not disqualify themselves from participation in theatre arts, theatre organizations or in theatrical projects because of their involvement as an Adjudicator.

Even though Adjudicators may be associated with a specific theatre or theatrical organization, they are expected to serve as unbiased ariZoni Theatre Award representatives, keeping in mind the best interest of the theatre community at large and its development.

However, Adjudicators should be alert to avoid any action which could possibly be interpreted as being meant to further their own interests or those of an organization, or an artist with which they are affiliated. Therefore, Adjudicators should not evaluate any production at a theatre or organization with which they are currently affiliated as a paid or volunteer board member, staff member, designer, performer, artist, or employee.  Furthermore, they should not evaluate any specific production for which they sought employment, either through application or audition.
